EEYCS is a non-profit organization whose goal is to foster confidence and artistic expression in Uniondale Youth through Music. “Juice” is the head instructor and teaches Musicology, Music Theory, Music Production and general Music Business.

DJ Johnny Juice is a DJ, producer and Emmy nominated composer. His work, especially with the first two Public Enemy albums, is part of Hip-Hop history. He has worked as a producer/composer/ arranger/musician/engineer/consultant for over two decades, and has produced Award winning and best selling CDs for such Hip-Hop artists as Public Enemy, Slick Rick, Beastie Boys, KRS-One, Darryl "DMC" McDaniels and many others. He has also worked with such artists as Mavis Staples, Mandrill, Ashanti, C&C Music Factory, Oran "Juice" Jones, Louis Satterfield and Phil Upchurch. His film credits include Spike Lee’s He Got Game, The Dawn, Feliz Navidad, Third Watch, Martin Scorsese's "The Blues" documentary series and ESPN's "Ali Rap," which received an Emmy nomination for outstanding composition/lyrics.
